The second reading of a 
proposed ordinance prohibiting 
smoking within designated ar-
eas of historic downtown Colfax 
was passed on a unanimous, 
4-0 vote at the city council’s 
October 28 meeting. Mayor 
Mendoza was not present.

 The ordinance will take effect 
on November 27.

Mayor Pro Tem Sean Lomen 
called for the vote following 
a short public hearing where 
there was, as with the October 
14 first reading of the ordi-
nance, no public comment.

The ordinance prohibits smok-
ing in the Historic Core of the 
Historic Overlay District, which 
is the same area in which can-
nabis businesses are prohibited. 
Smoking will be prohibited 
within 20 feet from the main 
entrances and exits to any busi-
ness or building, within 20 feet 
of any outside dining area, on 
all sidewalks, at all community-
wide special events and on ar-
eas adjacent to public property. 

The city will post signs remind-
ing residents of the smoking 
ban and the ordinance will be 
enforced by the Placer County 
Sheriff’s Office (PCSO). Viola-
tions of the ordinance will result 
in a written warning or citation 
for a first offense followed by
monetary fines ranging from

$25 to $200 for subsequent of-
fenses within one year.

The ordinance gives the City the 
right to promulgate rules, regu-
lations and resolutions to imple-
ment its provisions. Restrictions 
and requirements imposed by 
State law will remain applicable 
in all areas of the City, includ-
ing the Historic Core.
