Placer Mosquito Vector Control 
District manager, Joel Buettner, 
gave his board of trustees a 
‘good news/bad news’ financial
report at their May 17 meet-
ing. The good news was that he 
was presenting the board with a 
$5.3 million balanced budget for 
adoption, and that district rev-
enues for 2021-22 were up 3.1%.

The bad news was that the in-
creasing urbanization of western 
Placer County, which is moving 
new homes and neighborhoods 
into closer proximity to rice-
growing areas, would undoubt-
edly raise future mosquito control 
costs. He cited higher chemical 
costs and the need to hire more 
employees as the primary reasons 
for anticipated higher expendi-
tures.

Following the manager’s report 
the board unanimously approved 
the 2021-22 assessment of 
$31.91 per single-family house-
holds for mosquito control and 
maintenance of the district head-
quarters in Roseville. 

Buettner also advised his board 
that, regardless of CDC and state 
COVID recommendations, he 
intended to keep mask and so-
cial-distancing protocols in place 
until all district employees are 
vaccinated.

Otherwise, he said, employees 
would be segregated into vac-
cinated and unvaccinated groups 
that could negatively impact the 
tight working relationship district 
employees had always enjoyed.
