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Lessons Learned Following Post-Christmas Storm

Council Meeting — Winter
Storm Action Strategy.

A number of problems and po-
tential solutions were discussed
during a public presentation

at the beginning of the meet-
ing, where it seemed generally
agreed that we'd all underes-
timated what was coming in
that post-Christmas “low snow”
forecast.

Agency participants included
the City of Colfax, Placer Coun-
ty Sheriff's Office (PCSO), Placer
County FD/Calfire, PG&E and
several local propane dealers.
Some of the problems and
potential solutions brought up
during the discussion included:

e The communications break-
down due to downed lines

and silenced cell towers was a
major problem early on. Colfax
Public Works director Martin
Jones said the city plans to pur-
chase a Satellite phone to aid
in communicating with agen-
cies outside of Colfax during
emergencies. He has requested
purchase of a self-powered por-
table, digital message board that
could be set up in front of city
hall to keep citizens informed
when phones are dead.

e Fallen trees and scattered,
broken limbs were a big prob-

lem for crews trying to reopen
city streets. That the city was
short-handed during the holiday
didn’t help.

* 1-80 road closure at Colfax
caused all of the usual prob-
lems clogging local streets and
parking lots, and hampering
emergency response efforts.
PCSO Sgt. Griffiths reminded

local residents that if stranded
I-80 travelers are trespassing
on local property, the property
owner has to call in a formal
complaint to dispatch before
deputies can lawfully act.

e Griffiths also suggested team-
ing PG&E repair teams with

CalFire chainsaw crews to

speed the clearance of roads
with fallen trees and downed
power lines. He also said PCSO
had seen the need for more
four-wheel drive patrol units in
this area.

* PG&E spokesperson Brandon
Sanders said the holiday tim-
ing of the storm had left them
“challenged for crew resources
on the front end of the event.”

* Another problem that he cited
was the lack of available flat
land locally where PG&E could
stage supplies and equipment
for emergency repairs. He said
they wound up staging all of
that in Wheatland. Mayor Trin-
ity Burruss suggested the closed
city landfill as a possible solu-
tion.

During agency reports at the

top of the meeting, CHP officer
Chris Nave told the council
there had been a 30% rise in
traffic deaths in 2021. He en-
couraged drivers to slow down,
especially in bad weather say-
ing, “It’s unsafe driving, not
the weather, that causes colli-
sions.”

CalFire’s Captain Nolan Hale
said that Union Pacific is ex-
pected to begin fuel reduction
work during the second or third
week of March.

He also said this is the time of
year when his agency sees more
chimney fires, and recommend-
ed that wood burners check
their flues.

February 9, 2022 City Council
meeting — The main agenda
item at the month’s first city
council meeting was to discuss
and advise city staff regard-

ing a request from the Golden
State Patient Care (GSPC) medi-
cal cannabis dispensary to be
permitted to add recreational
cannabis to its retail sales.

All five council members were
present.

A lengthy public comment
period, wherein 85 members of
the public from Colfax and the
surrounding area commented in
person or via Zoom and Face-
Book, stretched the meeting to
two hours before Mayor Trinity
Burruss closed the public po-
dium.

There were 64 comments in
favor of allowing recreational
cannabis sales and 21 com-
ments opposed.

The council could not agree
on clear guidance to give staff,
however, and GSPC’s request
was denied.

Earlier in the meeting during
Agency Reports the council
heard from CHP that DUISs,
speeding and collisions are up,
and a report from PCFD/CalFire
that 10 recent vegetation fires
were started by old, still smol-
dering, unattended burn piles.
