REQUEST:	Design Review, Conditional Use Permit, and Variance applications to restore and renovate the historic Colfax Hotel to include approximately 500 square feet of commercial space, eight hotel rooms, outdoor event space and eight multi-family units for both long-term and short-term occupancy, and to allow relief from parking design standards.

LOCATION:		10 E. Grass Valley Street, Colfax Hotel (APN 006-072-001)

DESCRIPTION OF PROJECT: The project consists of a Design Review application for exterior remodeling, site design and circulation modifications and new landscaping; a Conditional Use Permit to allow residential use in a commercial zoning district; and a Variance for relief from the parking design standards of Colfax Municipal Code section 17.108.045(B) to allow parking spaces on the south side of the property to back out onto Gillen Alley where the code requires vehicles to enter a public right-of-way in a forward direction. 
The project is in the CR-H (Retail Commercial –Historic District) zoning district. 
The project is exempt from CEQA review per section 15301(a) minor alteration of existing structure.  The staff report and related documentation is available for public review at Colfax City Hall, 33 S. Main Street, Colfax, CA during normal business hours (Monday – Thursday 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m.).
At the hearing, the City Council will take public testimony and consider project approval.  Interested persons should attend the public hearing or submit written comments prior to the public hearing.  Written comments may be directed to the Colfax Planning Department, PO Box 702, Colfax, CA 95713.

The applicant or representative should be present to provide information and/or testimony relative to the application and the City Council may act on the application even if the applicant or representative is not present.
