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June 8, 2022 meeting

At its first meeting in June the council passed a 
two-year budget for fiscal years (FY) 2022/23 and 
2023/24. In FY 22/23 the city will have a $5 mil-
lion operating budget with $9 million in capital 
budgets, and in FY 23/24 the city will have a $5 
million operating budget and a $275,000 capital 
budget. The item passed with a 4-0 vote. Mayor 
pro tem Mendoza was absent.

The annual budget provides the framework for 
the delivery of public services to the City, and 
represents a spending plan consistent with pro-
jected funding availability and public and city 
council goals.

There was discussion of creating a separate 
account in the budget for emergency response 
funds prior to the vote, but when that did not get 
support of the majority of the council, the budget 
was approved without amendments.
 
Parking issue

The final item on the agenda asked the council 
to consider regulating or prohibiting parking on 
some narrow residential streets that are difficult 
to access by emergency, utility, and sanitation 
vehicles, and to a lesser extent normal traffic.

The Placer County Sheriff’s Office, as well as 
various members of the council and city staff, 
has received multiple complaints that vehicles 
parked along narrow streets prohibit safe passage 
by emergency, utility, and sanitation vehicles. 

The city attorney advised the council that Cali-
fornia Vehicle Code permits cities and counties, 
by ordinance or resolution, to prohibit or restrict 
the stopping, standing, or parking on certain 
streets, or portions thereof, during all or certain 
portions of the day. 

He also said enforcement of such an ordinance 
or resolution would require appropriate signage 
notifying residents of those restrictions.

During the discussion, alternate side of the street 
parking on solid waste collection days was sug-
gested, as was having the city engineer conduct a 
street survey.

In the end staff was directed to bring a draft ordi-
nance back to a future meeting to address park-
ing issues on narrow streets.

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Quest Information Solutions, Inc. 
(Vision Quest) was eventually ap-
proved on a 4-1 roll call vote to 
end the meeting.

The total five-year contract cost 
to the city will be $204,500. 
Councilmember Fatula was the 
sole opposing vote.

Vision Quest has provided the 
city’s information technology 
services since July 2017. As well 
as ensuring that the city’s Website 
maintains compliance with all 
accessibility requirements, the 
company will also provide the 
continuous Security Operations 
Center coverage required by our 
cyber insurance provider.

Increased cyber security has be-
come a vital defense against ris-
ing cyber crime in the region. The 
City of Lincoln has experienced 
at least two ransomware attacks 
that forced the city to deal with 
the perpetrators.

City staff rejected bids from Mid-
Valley IT and J4 Systems because 
their services included additional 
fees for on-site visits, making 
predicting the true cost of ser-
vices more difficult. Vision Quest 
also offered the city a significant 
reduction in monthly cost for the 
extended contract.

During agency reports earlier in 
the meeting, CHP officer Chris 
Nave said the agency would soon 
begin “recruiting heavily” to add 
1,000 officers by next year.

As a reminder due to the com-
ing July 4 holiday, Placer County 
Fire Chief Brian Estes confirmed 
that by city ordinance, personal 
fireworks are not permitted in 
the City of Colfax.

Do you like sweet, delicious 
pears? Then you love trees! 
Trees help the environment by 
protecting it, as well as giving 
people and animals the necessi-
ties they need.

First, trees protect the environ-
ment. Trees can help prevent 
floods. When heavy rainfall 
starts, the rain can hit the tree 

and then slowly drip back 
down, causing the flood to form 
slower. 

Trees can remove carbon di-
oxide from the air. In one year, 
a single tree can remove up to 
48 pounds of carbon dioxide 
and give back oxygen into the 
atmosphere. 

Most of the biodiversity is from 
trees. A single tree can be home 
to hundreds of different living 
things from other plants to in-
sects, birds and mammals. 

Then when a tree is cut down 
or dies the trunk will still be 
a home to many organisms 
while the lumber is used to 
make homes for humans. Trees 
provide homes to more than 
80 percent of Earth’s terrestrial 
biodiversity. 

Without trees, the world would 
be an unpleasant place to live. 
Second, trees provide people 
with many necessities. Trees 
give people and animals fruit, 
and I love pears. A mature pear 
tree can produce about 100-
300 pounds of fruit in a single 
year. About 20 percent of mam-
mal herbivores eat mainly fruit. 

Trees also give us paper. An av-
erage tree can make more than 
10,000 sheets of paper and I am 
a bookworm. Without trees, I 
wouldn’t be able to enjoy pears 
or read my favorite books. Trees 
not only protect the earth, but 
they also provide people with 
many foods, including fruits. 

I hope this Arbor day we can all 
do as Julius Morton would have 
wanted and properly plant mil-
lions of new trees.
