California Government Code Section 53646 and the City of Colfax Investment Policy require a quarterly
investment report be submitted to the City Council. Such report shall include at least the following
information:

e Types of Investments;

e Name of the institution in which funds are invested or deposited;

e Date of Maturity, if applicable;

e Par and dollar amount investment for all securities;

e Percent distribution of each type of investment or deposit; current market value as of the date of the
report, including source of the valuation except those under LAIF;

e Rate of interest;

e Average weighted yield of all investments;

e A statement relating the report to the City’s Investment Policy; and

e A statement that there are sufficient funds to meet the City’s next six months of financial obligations.

The current practice for cash management is to maintain an operating balance between $75,000 and $150,000
in the City’s US Bank Corporate checking account. This account accumulates Earnings Credits based on the
account balance which offset/reduce monthly service charges. City funds in excess of the targeted operating
balance are transferred to the State of California Local Agency Investment Fund (LAIF) on a weekly basis.
The checking account balance may be reported at an amount higher than the target balance by the Bank due to
the timing of City checks being processed by vendors/service providers.

The City’s investment policy is authorized under the California Government Code, section 53600, et. seq. as it
applies to the investment of public funds. The Government Code governs the City’s allowable investments,
and the lengths of those investments. Our investment policy dictates that the City should have liquid short-
term securities to meet six months of financial obligations. The budget for fiscal year 2025-26 reflects $5.3M
in annual operating expenditures; therefore, our target for liquid short-term securities would be $2.65M.

The attached schedule Analysis of Treasury Investment Pool satisfies the State’s reporting requirements.
Additionally, we have determined:

e The investments held at September 30, 2025, conform to the City Investment Policy adopted by
Resolution 15.2-2025.

e The composite yield of the City’s investment pool (US Bank and LAIF) to be the rate of 4.25% for the
quarter ended September 30, 2025.

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e There are sufficient funds on deposit to meet all anticipated City expenditures for the period October 1,

Historically, due to fluctuations in fund balances, investment opportunities outside the corporate checking and
LAIF accounts have been somewhat limited. Staff will continue to review opportunities, but at this time will
continue with the current investment structure.

Summary/Background

City staff provides a quarterly report on Sales and Use Tax revenues as quarterly information is available. We
have received the information for the quarter ending September 30, 2025, first quarter of fiscal year 2025-26,
from the City’s Sales Tax Consultants, HDL.

As reported in the chart below, sales tax revenues for the quarter ended September 30, 2025, decreased 35% as
compared to the same quarter last year, and was 12% lower as compared to the previous quarter (June 30, 2025).

Fiscal and Budget Impacts

The City has received 38% of the budgeted revenue with 25% of the year elapsed. The budget for the current
fiscal year was forecasted at a 1% growth over the fiscal year 2024-25 budget. Sales tax revenue accounts for
50.8% of the General Fund revenue.

While the City did experience an increase (60%) in the fiscal year 2024-25 revenue over fiscal year 2023-24,

that increase is not projected to continue.

Summary/Background

The City of Colfax (City) and its contractor, 4Leaf, Inc. (4Leaf), are currently working with Cal OES to
implement measures identified in the City’s adopted Home Hardening and Defensible Space Program. The
program is funded through a Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) Hazard Mitigation Grant. As a
condition of the grant, participating homeowners are required to provide a percentage funding match, as
determined by the City’s Home Hardening Program (HHP). The Home Hardening initiative is intended to
implement defensible space and retrofit measures on existing residential homesites to mitigate wildfire losses.
The program originally proposed targeting one hundred thirty-seven (137) residential units eligible for home
hardening and defensible space improvements. In addition, sixty-three (63) units were identified as eligible for
defensible space improvements only.

The project is structured in two phases. Phase 1 consists of environmental clearance and project setup. Phase 2
includes outreach and marketing, homeowner intake, project development, and construction of home hardening
and defensible space improvements for private homeowners in Colfax. FEMA, through Cal OES, awards
funding in phases (see attached letter). Phase 1 funding totals $534,517, with the City of Colfax providing
$51,150 in matching funds. Phase 2 represents the remainder of the grant, totaling $6,315,483. Homeowners
will provide matching funds for Phase 2 by contributing 10 percent of construction costs. Phase 1 funding has
been obligated; however, Phase 2 funding has not yet been obligated by FEMA.

4Leaf has completed the environmental review and prepared a list of “no issue” parcels that have cleared
environmentally, as well as parcels that have not yet cleared and may require additional analysis. “No issue”
homes have no identified environmental, cultural, or historic preservation constraints and will be prioritized by
Cal OES and FEMA. This list will be submitted to Cal OES and FEMA this month. In addition, 4Leaf will
complete the program setup materials, program guidelines, and marketing plan for submission to Cal OES and
FEMA this month. Upon approval of these materials, the City may formally request Phase 2 funding.

The FEMA Hazard Mitigation Program that funds Colfax’s program has not been eliminated. However, other
programs under the Building Resilient Infrastructure and Communities (BRIC) initiative have been eliminated
by the Administration. FEMA and its parent agency, the Department of Homeland Security, have significantly
slowed implementation across all FEMA programs due to internal restructuring and reorganization. These
impacts, combined with the federal government shutdown, have further delayed FEMA approvals. At this time,
FEMA and Cal OES have advised all jurisdictions to expect a one- to two-year delay in approvals for subsequent
project phases. A survey of other California Hazard Mitigation Program recipients indicates they are
experiencing similar delays. City staff and 4Leaf staff, including Adams Ashby, have met with Cal OES, which
has confirmed these delays.

City of Colfax FEMA Home Hardening/Defensible Space

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For Colfax, this means a significant delay in project implementation. Without intervention, the program could
be placed on hold until 2027-2028. This delay prolongs wildfire risk for homeowners and increases the
likelihood of higher project costs. In other jurisdictions, project costs have already increased from
approximately $40,000 per home to more than $60,000 per home due to inflation and supply constraints related
to fire-resistant materials.

City staff and 4Leaf have initiated preliminary discussions with staff from local congressional offices. There
may also be opportunities to coordinate with other jurisdictions experiencing similar delays.

Fiscal Impacts

Funds for this program are entirely paid for by the FEMA Grant. The program required the homeowner to
contribute 10% of the cost of the individual home hardening and/or defensible space project. The remainder of
the project up to 90% is paid for by the grant. All homeowners with single-family homes, duplexes, triplexes
and mobile homes are eligible. Apartments and commercial structures cannot be funded under the regulatory
framework of the grant. City staff time will be needed to help 4Leaf market the program and for financial
management.

Phase I environmental review for the California Wildfire Mitigation Program — Home Hardening
Initiative included a review by subject matter experts (SMEs) of the project areas as well as
specific parcels within the project area boundaries. Biology and botany reviews included an
analysis of data available through the US Fish and Wildlife Service (USFWS) Environmental
Conservation Online System Threatened and Endangered Species Active Critical Habitat
mapper, California Natural Diversity Database (CNDDB), USFWS Information for Planning
and Consultation (IPaC) database, California Vegetation (CAL VEG) database, USFWS
National Wetland Inventory, and other databases as necessary. SMEs conducted their analysis
with a 3-mile buffer around the project area boundaries for the area-level review and provided
an opinion as to the impacts to any species identified within this search area that may result from
program activities. Any parcels that may impact identified Federally protected Threatened and
Endangered, plant or animal species were flagged for removal from a “No Issue” properties list.

Historic and cultural reviews included the identification of parcels with buildings and structures
featuring year-built dates of 45 years or less according to property assessor records. For these
parcels, SMEs also reviewed data available through the California Historical Resources
Information System (CHRIS), National Register of Historic Places (NRHP) inventory, Native
American Heritage Commission (NAHC) Sacred Lands File Search results, and other available
sources of state and local information to determine if any known historic or culturally significant
resources were associated with the parcel. SMEs provided an opinion and removed from the list
any property to which the work performed by the program would impact historic or cultural
resources. FEMA completed notification and consultation with all tribes who may have an
interest in the project area.

These Phase I reviews resulted in the identification of parcels within the project area boundaries
that conformed with the “CA Home Hardening HMGP Program Phase I “No Issue” Property
Conditions” listing. As homeowners from within the project area apply to the program and are
determined to be eligible (confirmed to be the legal owner who authorizes access to the
property), local project staff will complete a home assessment and prepare a Scope of Work with
proposed defensible space and retrofit measures to harden the homesite against the risk of
wildfire. Local project staff will determine if the homesite is on the previously approved “No
Issue” parcel list and if the proposed Scope of Work exceeds any of the property conditions
established for the program under the “Site Specific Checklist” developed by Cal OES and
FEMA.

Any property that was not identified as a “No Issue” parcel will be referred to the Phase Il SME
by local project staff for further review and analysis.

Once young have left the nest the buffer and
exclusion zone may be removed and construction activities within these
areas may resume.

o The survey should extend 150 feet beyond the proposed work area.

o No work will occur within 500 feet of an active Federally
protected Threatened or Endangered species nest, for all other
species, if an active nest of any bird species is identified, the
project biologist will designate a species-specific no equipment/no
activity buffer of a minimum of 100 feet (2,640 feet for eagles)
around the nest. The biologist will assess each active nest for the

RECOMMENDED ACTION: Introduce the proposed ordinance by title only, conduct a public hearing, to
adopt an Ordinance, updating the City’s Municipal Code Section 5.24 to add special events to the Outdoor
Festivals chapter, and amend the Zoning Code Section 17.64 to clarify requirements for special events;
waive the first reading and schedule the proposed ordinance for a second reading and adoption at the next
regular City Council meeting currently scheduled for February 11, 2026, to be effective 30 days after adoption
and adopt Resolution -2026 approving a Special Events Policy.

Summary/Background

This is a request to amend Chapter 5 of the Municipal Code to add Special Events to the Chapter relating to
outdoor festivals and to amend Chapter 17.64 of the Zoning Code to add Special Events as an allowed use with
a conditional use permit (CUP) in the Commercial (C-R Commercial Retail and C-H Highway Commercial)
and Mixed Use (MU-1 and MU-2) Zoning Districts.

Discussion

Currently ongoing commercial special events are not an allowed use in the zoning code. This has come to light
because staff has been in discussions with a potential applicant regarding a property at 701 Highway 174 that
would like to establish a permanent special events facility that would have outdoor music and food trucks on
the weekends. This Municipal Code amendment would allow a path forward for uses such as this, or others
like wedding venues.

Chapter 5.24 for Outdoor Festivals is currently existing. This covers gatherings for street dances, or similar
musical or theatrical performances which are periodic in nature. Special events differ from this because they
would establish an ongoing use on a property.

Special events would be defined as an event venue or facility offered for use by third-party individuals for
commercial purposes, or nonprofit entities for the conduct of events, such as weddings, parties, or other similar
private social gatherings, or for charitable or political fundraisers. A special events facility may include food
preparation facilities and limited overnight lodging facilities for event attendees. A special events facility may
be either a single-purpose facility or a secondary use of another type of facility that does not typically include
an assembly group occupancy, such as an agricultural processing facility or a winery.

Marketing or promotional events conducted by the business operator to promote the goods or services offered
by the business, such as wine club events at a winery, are not special events for purposes of this definition but

are subject to regulations applicable to the business operation.

It should be noted that private events on private property (such as Homeowners Association clubhouses, or
private backyard gatherings) typically would not fall under the requirements.

Amendments to Chapter 17.64.90 would add a Special Events Facility definition and would add Special Events
as an allowed use with a conditional use permit to the Zoning Code, Table 17.64.020 Permitted Use Types for
the MU-1, MU-2 and C-4 and C-H zoning districts. The conditional use permit process would require a public
hearing by the City Council and the ability for the City to add conditions of approval to ensure that noise, odor,
traffic etc., can be addressed to reduce potential impacts.

Special Event Policy

To further clarify expectations for Special Events Facilities, it is recommended that the City Council adopt a
Special Events Policy. As outlined in the attached Draft Policy, the Policy would include expectations for:

e Access to site

e Secure County Health Permits

e Limit operations from 10 a.m.to 10:00 p.m. at night

e Establish parking standards of one space per 2.5 attendees.

e Provide adequate garbage receptacles.

e Provide notice of events to surrounding residents and law enforcement
e Provide adequate liability insurance

e Maintain noise levels of 65 dBA at property lines.

e Maintain onsite security as needed.

General Plan and Zoning Consistency
The proposed amendments would be consistent with the City’s General Plan which include supporting
economic development including the following policy:

Policy 2.1A Support commercial development on arterial streets and at major intersections near I-80
Interchanges.

Fiscal

This action has a small impact on the City’s General Fund as a result of this amendment. Staff time to prepare
the draft ordinance is unfunded and is funded by the City’s General Fund. Any proposed special event facilities
would pay fees consistent with the City’s Fee Schedule for processing Conditional Use Permits.

Environmental Review

The City of Colfax finds that adoption of this ordinance does not constitute a project under the California
Environmental Quality Act (CEQA). Special Event/Conditional Use Permit Projects that come forward would
be subject to environmental review.

The City Council of the City of Colfax does ordain as follows:

Section 1:

Title 5, Chapter 5.24 and Title 17, Chapter 17.196.020 of the Colfax Municipal Code is hereby amended as set
forth in Exhibit A and Exhibit B attached hereto and by this reference incorporated herein.

Section 2. Superceding Provisions

The provisions of this ordinance and any resolution adopted pursuant hereto shall supersede any previous
ordinance or resolution to the extent the same is in conflict herewith.

Section 3. Severability

If any section, phrase, sentence, or portion of this ordinance is for any reason held invalid or unconstitutional
by any court of competent jurisdiction, the invalid or unconstitutional portion shall be deemed a separate,
distinct, and independent provision and such holding shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions
hereof.

Section 4. California Environmental Quality Act Findings

The City of Colfax finds that, if the provisions of the California Environmental Quality Act, Public Resources Code
§21000 et seq (hereinafter "CEQA") apply, the title of this ordinance would constitute a brief description of the "Project”
as required by Section 15062(a)(1) of the Guidelines for Implementation of the California Environmental Quality Act
published by the State of California Office of Planning and Research (hereinafter the "CEQA Guidelines").

FINDING OF NO PROJECT

The City of Colfax finds that adoption of this ordinance does not constitute a "Project" as that term is defined by or used
in CEQA, the CEQA Guidelines or any court of attorney general opinion construing the same. Accordingly, the City of
Colfax finds that the provisions of CEQA and the CEQA Guidelines are not applicable to said action.

FINDING OF EXEMPTION

In the event that it is found that the said action constitutes a "Project" as defined by or used in CEQA or the CEQA
Guidelines, which finding would be contrary to the City’s opinion of its action, the City of Colfax hereby finds that said
action is exempt from compliance with CEQA and the CEQA Guidelines, for the following reasons: The action falls
within the “common sense” CEQA exemption provided in 14 CCR 15061(b)(3) in that CEQA applies only to projects
which have the potential for causing a significant effect on the environment. Where it can be seen with certainty that
there is no possibility that the action may have a significant effect on the environment, the action is not subject to
CEQA. CEQA Guidelines, Section 15061(b)(3). It can be seen with certainty that adoption of this ordinance and its
provisions cannot possibly have a significant effect on the environment. Any special events facilities that come forward
would be required to complete environmental review as part of the entitlement process.

5.24.010 - Festival and Special Events defined.

Festival. For the purposes of this chapter, unless otherwise apparent from the context,

"festival" means and includes any gathering of individuals for the purpose of participating
in street dances, outdoor "rock" dances and similar musical or theatrical type
performances which are of a periodic nature and to which the public is admitted with or
without the payment of an admission charge.

Special events facility. An event venue or facility offered for use by third-party
individuals for commercial purposes or nonprofit entities for the conduct of non-
commercial events, such as weddings, parties, or other similar private social gatherings,

or for charitable or political fundraisers. A special events facility may include food
preparation facilities and limited overnight lodging facilities for event attendees. A
special events facility may be either a single-purpose facility or a secondary use of
another type of facility that does not typically include an assembly group occupancy,
such as an agricultural processing facility or a winery. Marketing or promotional events
conducted by the business operator to promote the goods or services offered by the
business, such as wine club events at a winery, are not special events for purposes of
this definition but are subject to regulations applicable to the business operation.

(Prior code § 5-5.01)

5.24.020 - Licenses—Required.

Any person desiring to operate, maintain, conduct, advertise or sell or furnish tickets or
other types of written authority for admission to a festival within the city shall first obtain a
license from the city to operate or conduct such festival.

(Prior code § 5-5.02)

5.24.030 - Licenses—Applications—Form—~Fees.

Item 5A
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Applications for licenses to conduct festivals shall be made in writing to the council
accompanied by a fee of one hundred dollars ($100.00) which shall be subject to waiver as
set forth in this chapter, but which, unless waived, shall be a nonrefundable application fee
filed with the city clerk. Such application shall contain as much of the following information
as the nature of the proposed activity may require:

A.The name, age, residence, mailing address and telephone number of the applicant. If the
application is made by a partnership, the names and addresses of all general partners shall
be listed. If the application is made by a corporation, the application shall be signed by the
president and attested by the secretary thereof, shall contain the names and addresses of
all corporate officers and a certified copy of the articles of incorporation shall be attached
to the application;

B.The location and the legal description of the place or premises where the festival is
proposed to be conducted, including all areas to be used for parking or other uses
incidental to the festival. The applicant shall submit proof of ownership of such place or
premises or the written consent of the owners thereof for the proposed use;

C.The dates and the hours during which the festival is to be operated;

D.An estimate of the anticipated number of participants, spectators and other persons
attending the festival for each day it is conducted;

E.A detailed explanation of the applicant's program and arrangements for security, public
safety, water supply, food supply, sanitation facilities, emergency medical services, vehicle
access and parking facilities, on-site traffic control, overnight accommodations in the
event participants or spectators are expected to remain in the area for more than one day,
lighting the festival areas and the cleanup of the festival areas and removal of rubbish after
the festival ends; and

F.A detailed explanation of the applicant's plan for police protection during the festival,
with particular emphasis on the control of the illegal use of alcohol and drugs.

5.24.040 - Licenses—Applications—Filing.

The application required by the provisions of this chapter shall be filed with the city clerk at
least thirty (30) days prior to the date of the proposed festival. The city clerk shall review the
application and, if complete, shall submit it to the council at its next regular meeting. No
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license shall be issued by the city clerk until he or she is authorized to do so by resolution
of the council made at a regular meeting of the council.

5.24.050 - Licenses—Applications—Investigations—Hearings—Notices.

D.Hearings—Decisions. The City Ceouncil, at the scheduled public hearing, shall consider
all documents submitted and such further matter that may be presented and shall
thereafter take appropriate action to either refuse to issue the license, grant the license
without conditions imposed or impose conditions which shall be met before the license
may be granted.

5.24.060 - Licenses—Conditions—Bonds.

A. Conditions. If conditions are imposed by the City Ceouncil upon the issuance of the
license required by the provisions of this chapter, the applicant shall furnish to the Ceity
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Celerk proof that all such conditions have been met and that the required security, if any,
has been given before the license may be issued by the city clerk.

B. Bonds. The security which the City Ceouncil may require may include the posting of an
indemnity bond and/or performance bond in favor of the city in connection with the
operation of the festival. Such bond shall be prepared by a corporate bonding company
authorized to do business in the state by the Department of Insurance in an amount
determined by the council. The bond shall indemnify the city and its City Ceouncil, agents,
officers and employees against any and all losses, damages or injuries to either persons or
property which may arise from the operation of the festival and shall further indemnify the
city and owners of property affected by the operation of the festival against the costs of the
cleanup and removal of debris and rubbish attributable to the festival activity.

5.24.070 - Licenses—Issuance—Fees.

Upon determining that the council has authorized the issuance of the license required by
the provisions of this chapter and that all the conditions, if any, have been met, the city
clerk shall collect a fee of one hundred fifty dollars ($150.00) per day for each day the
festival is to be conducted, or if an ongoing commercial or non-profit facility, submittal of a

Conditional Use Permit per Title 17.64, Zoning Code and the payment of fees listed in the
City’s Fee Schedule, unless such fee is waived by the City Ceouncil and shall issue a
license to the applicant for the dates and locations the council has approved and
authorized.

The application and license fees required by the provisions of this chapter may be waived
at the discretion of the City Ceouncil for a neighborhood or community benefit organization
or for an organization having a charitable, religious or eleemosynary purpose provided the
net proceeds from the operation of the festival do not inure to the benefit of any person.

A.Suspension. The chief of police may suspend the operation of and close any festival prior
to the expiration of the license issued pursuant to the provisions of this chapter in the event
of the occurrence of a riot, major disorder or serious breach of the peace when, in his or
her opinion, it may become necessary to prevent injuries to persons or property.

B.Revocation. The City -Ceouncil shall have the right to immediately revoke any license
issued pursuant to the provisions of this chapter if:

1.The licensee fails, neglects or refuses to perform any of the conditions imposed upon the
granting of the license;

2.The licensee permits the festival to be conducted in a disorderly manner or permits any
person to remain on the premises while under the influence of liquor or drugs;

3.The licensee violates or attempts to violate the laws of the state, the county or the city; or

4.The licensee makes or is found to have made, a false or fraudulent statement of material
factin the application for the license or in the documents required to be submitted
pursuant to the provisions of this chapter.

C. Revocation—Notices. Written notice of such revocation shall be forwarded by the city
clerk to the chief of police and to the licensee at the address shown in the application.
Such revocation shall be effective immediately upon the order being made by the council.

No license issued pursuant to the provisions of this chapter shall be transferred to any
person or to any location not specified in the application and approved by the council.

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF COLFAX APPROVING POLICIES
AND PROCEDURES REGARDING ONGOING SPECIAL EVENT FACILITIES

WHEREAS, the City recognizes the cultural and economic benefits of special events but
must protect the public health, safety and welfare;

WHEREAS, ongoing special events have the potential to cause noise, traffic, and
nuisance, therefore, the City of Colfax is establishing a special events policy to manage public
gatherings, requiring organizers to apply for permits, ensure public safety and mitigating risks
through a clear process for event management.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Colfax as
follows:

SECTION 1. Purpose. To establish a framework for the review, approval
and management of special events, ensuring community safety, minimal disruption and
fair cost recovery where applicable.

SECTION 2. Definitions. Special events would be defined as an event
venue or facility offered for use by third-party individuals for commercial purposes, or
nonprofit entities for the conduct of events, such as weddings, parties, or other similar
private social gatherings, or for charitable or political fundraisers. A special events facility
may include food preparation facilities and limited overnight lodging facilities for event
attendees. A special events facility may be either a single-purpose facility or a secondary
use of another type of facility that does not typically include an assembly group occupancy,
such as an agricultural processing facility or a winery.

SECTION 3. Proposed Special Events shall be reviewed and approved
consistent with Attachment A Special Events Policy.

SECTION 4. Effective Date. This Resolution shall become effective on
February 11, 2026

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ATTACHMENT A
Special Events Policy

Ongoing Special Events in the City of Colfax must be consistent with the principles and
policies below.

The following represent overarching requirements for the management of special
events.

Special events will make a positive community contribution. Events will:

e Take precautions to protect the health and safety of participants, residents,
businesses and visitors.

e Not adversely affect the long-term viability of other permanent businesses.
e Avoid disruptions to other community events and activities held at the same time.

e Seek to minimize adverse impacts on neighborhoods and essential public
services.

e Create a positive experience for visitors and residents.

General Provisions

1. The City requires special event applicants to demonstrate they have the capacity
and experience necessary to successfully carry to the event they proposed.

2. The City requires special event applicants to demonstrate they have taken steps to
mitigate potential harm, negative impacts on essential public services and liability
associated with their event. To that end, applicants must:

a. Provide adequate insurance and bonding for their events
b. Provide adequate event design, security services, transportation services and
other services and precautions necessary to support a safe event with

minimal negative impacts upon the community.

Requirements

More specifically, a commercial or ongoing non-profit special events facility may be
permitted provided the facility complies with the following standards:
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a. Access. A small or medium-special event facility may be located on a
private road in compliance with the general requirements for public assembly
uses. A large special event facility (accommodating over 100 guests) must be
accessed via a public road.

b. Food Vendors. Permittee is responsible for ensuring the event organizer
and food vendors utilized by the organizer secure food permits with Placer
County Environmental Health.

c. Kitchen Facilities. Any kitchen at the facility used for the preparation,
storage, handling, or service of food at events shall be permitted as a food
facility by the Division of Environmental Health.

d. Hours of Operation. All events shall start no sooner than 10:00 a.m. and
end by 10:00 p.m. each day. Facility setup and cleanup shall be allowed
between the hours of 8:00 a.m. to 11:00 p.m. All guests of an event other than
those staying in approved overnight lodging facilities shall be off the property
by 11:00 p.m.

e. Parking. A special events facility must provide parking either on site or off
site to accommodate all guests. No parking shall be allowed within any road
right-of-way for 1,000 feet in either direction of any access point or access
located on the site. The permittee shall place signs along the interior access
ways and at 300-foot intervals on the applicant’s property along the road right-
of-way indicating this parking restriction. These signs shall be posted no
earlier than the day before the event and shall be removed no later than the
day following the event. Parking shall be provided as follows:

(1) On-Site Parking. On-site parking shall be located in an open area
with a slope of 10 percent or less, at a minimum ratio of one space per
2.5 attendees, on a lot free of combustible material.

(2) Off-Site Parking. If off-site parking is utilized, then off-site parking
must be located outside of a road right-of-way and within 1,000 walking
feet of the event site or shuttles must be provided. Written consent shall
be obtained from the owners of all off-site parking areas. A minimum of
one parking attendant shall be present at each lot used for off-site parking
to assist in parking vehicles. For each off-site parking lot containing 50 or
more vehicles, one parking attendant per each 50 vehicles shall be
provided. For temporary parking lots, signs and directional signs shall be
posted no earlier than the day before the event and shall be removed no
later than the day following the event. For events that will require off-site
parking, monitors shall be provided to direct traffic at all points of ingress,
egress, and forks in private access roads and to turn away vehicles when
authorized parking capacity is reached. If off-site parking is proposed, it
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shall be considered with the review of the Conditional Use Permit for the
event site.

g. Sanitation. Permittee must provide sanitation facilities of adequate
capacity that are accessible to attendees and event staff, including restrooms,
refuse disposal receptacles, potable water and wastewater facilities.

h. Setbacks. A special events facility must be set back from any property
line and 200 feet from any residence on an adjoining parcel.

i. Use of Existing Structures. Existing structures used as part of a special
events facility must comply and be permitted for commercial and public
assembly occupancy and be in compliance with Americans with Disabilities
Act (ADA), where applicable.

j- Other Permits and Licenses. Must obtain any other permits required
from Federal, State or local agencies. Shall obtain approvals from the Division
of Environmental Health and the Fire Protection District, and applicable
grading or building permits prior to operation.

I. Traffic Control. For any special event facility that will accommodate 100
people or more, the applicant shall prepare a diagram of proposed traffic
routing and direction signs, along with an estimate of traffic volume expected
for the facility. This shall be submitted with the Conditional Use permit
application for the facility.

m. Notice of Events. A special event facility located on a private road shall
provide notice of each event, at least 30 days in advance of the event, to all
residents abutting the private road and to the City, Sheriff and the Fire
Protection District. This requirement may be waived by the City Council based
on input from the residents abutting the road and the affected agencies.

n. Insurance. The event organizer of a special event must possess or
obtain comprehensive general liability insurance to protect the city against
loss from liability imposed by law for damages on account of bodily injury and
property damage arising from the special event. Such insurance shall name
the city, its officers, employees, and agents, and, as required, any other public
entity involved in the special event, as additional insured. Insurance coverage
must be maintained for the duration of the special event. Notice of cancellation
shall be provided immediately to the city.

(i) Except as provided in this section, the comprehensive general liability

insurance coverage required shall be in a combined single limit of at least

$1,000,000.

(i) The insurance required by this section shall encompass all liability

insurance requirements imposed for other permits required under other

sections of this chapter and is to be provided for the benefit of the city and
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not as a duty, express or implied, to provide insurance protection for
spectators or participants.
(iif) The event organizer’s current effective insurance policy, or copy, along
with necessary endorsements, shall be filed with the city manager at least
30 calendar days before the special event, unless the city manager for
good cause modifies the filing requirements.

o. Nuisance.

(1) Fugitive Dust. All events located on sites with access from unpaved dirt
roads and events which proposed unpaved on-site access roads and parking
areas shall require the use of water trucks, sprinkler system or other practices
acceptable to the applicable Air Quality Management District, in sufficient
quantities to prevent airborne dust.

(2) Noise. Outdoor amplified sound may only occur on sites which
demonstrate through acoustic analysis that noise generated during proposed
events will not exceed 65 dBA when measured at the property lines.

(3) Light and Glare. Any proposed outdoor lighting used during events shall
be downcast and shielded so that neither the lamp nor the reflector interior
surface is visible from any off-site location.

(4) Odor. Must take steps to minimize odor on adjacent properties.

(5) Garbage Collection and Removal. The permittee shall provide solid waste
dumpsters to receive solid waste at a ratio of one cubic yard of available
receptacle space for each 250 persons which the Conditional Use Permit
allows to attend the special event and one 30-gallon trash container for
every 100 persons which Conditional Use Permit allows to attend the special
event.

(6) Restoration. After the conclusion of the special event and within the time
frames specified in the Conditional Use Permit, the permittee shall clean and
restore all areas used for the special event, including contiguous public
roads, sidewalks, rights of-way, and easements. All areas must be restored
to the same condition as existed prior to the special event.

(7) Lighting. If the special event occurs between sunset of one day and sunrise
the following day, or if the Conditional Use Permit allows any participant or
person in attendance to remain overnight, the permittee shall provide such
lighting, including light standards and electrical switches, and such power
supply as the Placer County Sheriff and building official find necessary for
the public safety and welfare.

(8) Security Guards. As a condition of the Conditional Use Permit, the Sheriff’s
Department may establish the number of security guards the permittee is
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required to hire in order to maintain the public peace and safety. Security
guards shall be charged with preventing violations of law and enforcing
compliance with the requirements of this chapter. Security guards shall be
uniformed in such a manner so as to be readily identifiable by the public as
a security guard and shall possess a valid and current security guard
registration card as required by applicable provisions of state law. No
security guard required pursuant to this chapter shall act as a door person,
ticket seller, ticket taker, admittance person, or be responsible for event
operations while acting as a security guard.

(9) Intoxicated Persons. The permittee and each responsible person shall
make reasonable efforts to prevent the admittance to the special event of
any obviously intoxicated person. For purposes of this section, a person is
“obviously intoxicated” when he or she exhibits readily apparent outward
manifestations of drug or alcohol intoxication, including, but not limited to,
inability to walk or stand in a normal manner, bloodshot or glassy eyes,
flushed face, incoherent or slurred speech, alcoholic breath, belligerence or
other loud or boisterous conduct, extreme agitation or nervousness or
mental confusion, where such manifestations lack other apparent cause.

(10)Disorderly Conduct. The permittee and each person responsible shall
make reasonable efforts to prevent the admittance to the special event of
any person whose conduct is unruly (fighting, loud noise, offensive words in
public places) or as amended (disorderly conduct). The permittee and each
person responsible shall also make reasonable efforts to remove any person
exhibiting such conduct from the special event.

(11)Fire Protection. The permittee shall provide fire protection measures and
equipment as the Cal Fire finds reasonably necessary to provide fire
protection for the immediate and adjoining premises and to persons
participating in and attending the special event.

(12)Emergency Communications System. At all times during the progress of
a special event, the permittee shall maintain such emergency
communications systems as Cal Fire/Sheriff's Office find reasonably
necessary for fire and police protection.

(13)Accessways. The permittee shall provide all exterior and interior
accessways which the Sheriff, Cal Fire, and Public Works Director and
Building Official find necessary for the use of public safety and medical
personnel and for the use of those attending the special event. All such
accessways shall be clearly marked and delineated by means of curbs or
temporary barriers on the ground.

(14)Food. Any person selling, preparing, delivering or serving food or
beverages at a special event shall comply with the California Retail Food
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Code, California Health and Safety Code Section 113700 et seq., as it
may be amended.

(15)Alcohol. Any person selling or serving alcohol at a special event shall
obtain all applicable licenses or permits as required by the City and the
California Department of Alcoholic Beverage Control.

(16)Water Quality. The permittee shall ensure appropriate water quality
controls are employed to prevent violation of any local, state or federal water
quality standards or waste discharge requirements.

RECOMMENDED ACTION: Adopt a Resolution establishing policies and procedures regarding the
provision of sewer services to proposed affordable housing units for lower income households

Summary/Background

The City of Colfax’s General Plan Housing Element 2021-2029 identifies implementation measures to be
completed to facilitate affordable housing including Program 6.4. In addition, California Government Code
Section 65589.5 requires sewer providers to grant priority for sewer services to proposed developments that
include housing units affordable to lower income households.

Discussion

Adoption of the resolution will identify sewer service to affordable housing units as a priority. Affordable units
are defined as “proposed housing developments that include housing units affordable to lower income
households” as defined as dwelling units that shall be sold or rented to lower income households, as defined in
Section 50079.5 of the Health and Safety Code, at an affordable housing cost, or an affordable rent, as defined
in Section 50053 of the Health and Safety Code.

The commonly used income categories are approximately as follows, average median income (AMI) subject to
variations for household size and other factors:

» Extremely low-income (ELI): 0 to 30% of AMI

* Very low-income (VLI): 30% to 50% of AMI

* Low-income (LI): 50% to 80% of AMI (the term “lower income” may be used to mean all low-income
categories, 0% to 80% of AMI)

* Moderate-income (Mod): 80% to 120% of AMI

* Above moderate-income (Above Mod): 120% of AMI and above

The City of Colfax shall not deny or condition the approval of an application for sewer services to, or reduce
the amount of services applied for by a proposed housing development project that includes housing units
affordable to lower income households unless the City makes specific written findings that the denial, condition,
or reduction is necessary due to the existence of one (1) or more of the following conditions:

A. The City of Colfax does not have sufficient wastewater treatment or collection capacity to serve
the needs of the proposed development as demonstrated by a written engineering analysis and
report on the condition of the treatment or collection works; or

B. The City of Colfax is under an order issued by the Regional Water Quality Control Board that
prohibits new sewer connections; or
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C. The applicant proposing the development project has failed to agree to reasonable terms for sewer
service from the City of Colfax, which are generally applicable to other development projects
seeking sewer service from the City of Colfax including, but not limited to, the requirements of
local, state, or federal laws and regulations or payment of any fee or charge authorized by
Government Code Section 60013.

Fiscal

This action has a small impact on the City’s General Fund as a result of this amendment. Staff time to prepare
the draft ordinance is an unfunded state mandate that is funded by the City’s General Fund.

Environmental Review

The City of Colfax finds that adoption of this resolution does not constitute a project under the California
Environmental Quality Act (CEQA).

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF COLFAX APPROVING POLICIES

AFFORDABLE HOUSING UNITS FOR LOWER INCOME HOUSEHOLDS

WHEREAS, the California State Legislature (“Legislature”) has declared the lack of
affordable housing is a matter of vital statewide importance; and

WHEREAS, the Legislature enacted Chapter 727, Statutes of 2005 (Senate Bill 1087),
which amended Government Code Section 65589.7 and requires water and sewer providers to
grant priority for water and sewer service to proposed developments that include housing units
affordable to lower-income households; and

WHEREAS, Government Code Section 65589.7 requires that the public agency that
provides sewer services adopt written policies and procedures, not later than July 1, 2006, and
at least once every five (5) years thereafter, to establish such priority for affordable housing
projects; and

WHEREAS, the City of Colfax is the sewer provider for the City of Colfax and is, therefore,
subject to the requirements of Government Code Section 65589.7; and

WHEREAS, the City of Colfax is continually evaluating system requirements and
capacity, monitoring planned and proposed project development, and working to ensure there
is adequate capacity for future development throughout the City’s] service area; and

WHEREAS, the City of Colfax staff has prepared the required policies and procedures in
conformance with Government Code Section 65589.7; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Colfax as
follows:

SECTION 1.Priority Water and Sewer Service to Affordable Housing Units. The
City of Colfax shall grant a priority for the provision of sewer services to proposed housing
development projects that include residential units affordable to lower income households,
implementing Program 6.4 of the Colfax Housing Element of the General Plan adopted by
the City Council.

A. For the purposes of this Resolution, “proposed housing developments that include
housing units affordable to lower income households” are defined as dwelling units
that shall be sold or rented to lower income households, as defined in Section
50079.5 of the Health and Safety Code, at an affordable housing cost, as defined
in Section 50052.5 of the Health and Safety Code, or an affordable rent, as defined
in Section 50053 of the Health and Safety Code.

B. For the purposes of this Resolution, “sewer services” means supplying service
through a pipe or other constructed conveyance for a residential purpose.

SECTION 2.Basis for Denial, Condition or Reduction. The City of Colfax shall not
deny or condition the approval of an application for sewer services to, or reduce the amount
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of services applied for by, a proposed housing development project that includes housing
units affordable to lower income households unless the City makes specific written findings
that the denial, condition, or reduction is necessary due to the existence of one (1) or more
of the following conditions:

A. The City of Colfax does not have sufficient wastewater treatment or collection
capacity to serve the needs of the proposed development as demonstrated by a
written engineering analysis and report on the condition of the treatment or
collection works; or

B. The City of Colfax is under an order issued by the Regional Water Quality Control
Board that prohibits new sewer connections; or

C. The applicant proposing the development project has failed to agree to reasonable
terms for sewer service from the City of Colfax, which are generally applicable to
other development projects seeking sewer service from the City of Colfax including,
but not limited to, the requirements of local, state, or federal laws and regulations
or payment of any fee or charge authorized by Government Code Section 60013.

Selection of Mayor and Mayor Pro Tem

The Council’s general policy is that every member should have the opportunity to rotate into and serve
as Mayor Pro Tem and Mayor for succeeding one-year terms in each position. The Council reserves
discretion to vary from this policy and the procedures it establishes.

The Council will choose one of its members as Mayor and one of its members as Mayor Pro Tem as
follows:

A. At the first regular Council meeting in December of each year during which there is no
general election, the Council shall, by majority vote of a quorum present and voting, select its Mayor
and Mayor Pro Tem for the ensuing calendar year.

B. In years during which there is an election of members of the Council, the selection shall
be made following the declaration of the election results and installation of the members elected. That
selection will be made at the first regular Council meeting in December provided, however, that if for
any reason the declaration of election results is delayed beyond the first meeting in December, then the
selection of Mayor and Mayor Pro Tem shall be made at the meeting at which the declaration of
election results is made, and after the declaration and installation of the members elected.

This is the process the Council will follow each time a Mayor and Mayor Pro Tem is selected:
A. The Mayor Pro Tem shall be seated as Mayor.

B. The Council shall by majority vote of a quorum present and voting select one of its
members to serve as Mayor Pro Tem.

C. Council members who have served as Mayor Pro Tem or Mayor since their most recent
election or appointment to the Council shall serve as Mayor Pro Tem after Council Members who have

not served in either position.

D. The public shall be invited to comment on the selection of Mayor and Mayor Pro Tem
before a vote of the Council on either office is taken.
